a. National Team Jersey: Refer to the article 1.3.059: The wearing of national team clothing shall be mandatory 

for riders of a national team. 

b. National Champion’s Jersey: Refer to the article 1.3.068: National champions must wear their jersey in all 

events in the discipline, speciality, and category in which they won their title and no other event until the 

evening of the day before the commencement of the next edition of the national championships of said 

discipline, speciality and category. 

c. Continental Champion’s Jersey: Refer to 1.3.070: If a jersey is awarded at a continental championship, riders 

must wear it in all races in the discipline, speciality and category in which they won the title and no other 

event, until the evening of the day before the commencement of the next edition of the continental 

championships of said discipline, speciality and category. 

15. Insurance
